This analysis is based on a live telephone poll of n=400 registered voters in the City of Seattle who participated in the November
5th, 2019 General Election. Interviews were conducted November 7-10, 2019 and the margin of error for the sample as a whole
is +/- 4.9 percentage points at the 95% level of confidence. 64% of interviews were conducted on a cell phone.
